EXAMINATION
BY MR. HANNA:
Q. You have been present during the

deposition of Dawn Barry?

A. Correct.

Q. State your name for the stenographic
record.

A. Kim Bassler.

Q. Have you ever been deposed?

A. No.

Q. Did you hear the instructions that I

gave to Dawn?
A. I did.
